The Virginia Federation of Women's Clubs was organized in 1907 in Lynchburg, VA. It joined the General
Federation of Women's Clubs in 1910 and currently operates as the GFWC Virginia out of Tuckahoe, Virginia.
Helen Norris Cummings served as president of the VFWC from 1915-1917 and remained active in the
organization until her death in 1949. Esther Green served as the corresponding secretary in 1922 and
remained involved until her death in 1981.
