Processing Information

The scrapbook was originally processed circa 2013. At this time the scrapbook was inexplicably disbound and
rehoused into folders. Per the original finding aid, the rationale for disbinding is as follows: "When processing
the collection it was necessary to take the scrapbook out of its original binder so that each section could
have its own folder. It was also necessary to take the collection out of the original binder because it had to all
fit in the Hollinger box necessary for its proper storage." The collection was minimally reprocessed in October
2022 at which point the collection number was changed to UA 0059, cataloged as such because the
Centennial Dukes Club was a formal university student group, and the scrapbook was removed from folders
and rehoused as a single unit into a flat box.

Led
by Michelle Hite ('88), managing editor of Madison Magazine, as the club's advisor, students volunteered to
help with events, work on the Centennial Dukes web site, write articles on fellow freshmen for Montpelier
magazine, and provide scrapbooks and video diaries of their four years at JMU.
