This tradition continues
to this day and the role has grown to have significant influence over social issues within the country. The
First Lady of the United States now serves as an important public figure for the United States Government.
Does not contain any material pertaining to Abigail Adams, Elizabeth Monroe, Letita Tyler, Margaret Taylor,
Abigail Fillmore, Eliza Johnson, or Ellen Wilson. Nor does it contain any material for Emily Donelson who acted
as first lady during the Administration of Andrew Jackson.
