Benjamin Henry Latrobe (1764-1820), architect and engineer. Latrobe emigrated to Norfolk, Va., in 1796;
married in 1800; and had six children, including Juliana (1804-1890) and Benjamin Henry (1806-1878).
Latrobe is known for many famous projects, including the south wing of the United States Capitol and the
rebuilding of the Capitol after the War of 1812, as well as the Baltimore Cathedral.

Scope and Content Information
